Reflections on J. J. White Memorial Presbyterian Church

We surely must be grateful to the descendants of Captain J. J. White for the beautiful edifice in which we are privileged to meet and
worship our Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ. Although the First Presbyterian Church of McComb City, Mississippi, existed since its
founding in 1876, that building was moved one block west on Delaware Avenue, and is now the First Christian Church.

Our present building was erected in 1921 in honor of J. J. White. Although additions have been built and some bought, for the church
to provide expanded services for its congregants, | want to concentrate my remarks on the sanctuary.

The church is located at the intersection of Delaware Avenue and Broadway at the head of Main Street, thereby occupying the most
visually prominent position in downtown McComb. It was designed by architects Kramer and Lindsley, built by Mr. Winnerlund. It is
of Gothic style.

The Bell Tower is square with 4 stained glass windows, and crowned with ornate pinnacles. A gothic facade surrounds the two main
entrances, where double wooden doors are embellished with ornate indented designs.

As we enter, the predominate figure in the glass entrances is the Easter Lily—symbolizing life after death. The dominant figure in the
large east stained glass window is that of the ascending Christ. In the north window there is a figure of Christ at the door. The de-
scending white dove represents the Holy Spirit of peace.

The empty cross behind the pulpit and at the baptistery reminds us of the living Christ and the cleansing power of the baptismal water.

The main part of the sanctuary is called the nave (Latin for ship). The ceiling is domed with stained glass. There are 12 hanging lights
representing the 12 disciples—the center light represents Jesus. In the white globes are three arcs which symbolize the Trinity. This
motif is found on the end of the pews and in the small card/pencil holders on the back of the pews.

Scroll work on the vaulted ceiling offers several significant symbols:
e Wings centered by the Celtic cross--God’s protection over us
e  Sprays of wheat—eternal life

e  Fleur-de-lis—the Holy Trinity
The Shield—the Apostles, each of whom bore his own shield for protection

The nave has radial seating on a diagonal axis. This seating angle yields a functional design for the pulpit, the communion table, the
organ and choir loft—thus a well-integrated interior design.

The quality of the building is measured by the comfort of the congregants, thus the architecture and interior design work in harmony:
simultaneously austere while appropriately reverent—lovely and eloquent—a place to worship that expresses spirituality through the
relationship of space and form, along with religious symbolism.

Altogether, this building contributes to a mood of religiosity and generates a feeling of reassurance and harmony, contentment and
safety, encompassing comfort which—in a sense—*speaks to us.” It connects us with the past and symbolized the future. We receive
the impression of the psychological and moral attitudes for which the church exists, and it speaks of the values by which we should
live.

Through the example of our church we realize how architecture can amplify and solidify a range of emotional and intellectual states,
and keep before us experiences that have shaped us and made us who we are.

We may come better to understand God through the beauty with which our sanctuary surrounds us, including the inspirational music of
our organ and choir, divinely sweet and created by our own dear Christian friends.

Best of all are you—who participate joyfully and gladly support the daily operation of this magnificent church.
